The water board Aa & Maas launched a contest early 2008 in order to promote 
extraordinary design proposals for the construction and natural implementation of 
a new waste water treatment plant (with a capacity of 14,000 m3 per hour)  for the 
city of Den Bosch, the Netherlands.
